This capability is tested at the
examination venue on qualifying in written examination and is termed as Physical Fitness Test (PFT).
Qualifying in Physical Fitness Test is mandatory.

Medical Standards

(a) Medical examination will be conducted by authorized Military Doctors as per medical standard
prescribed under current regulations applicable to the sailors of Indian Navy on entry. The detailed
guidelines for medical standards are laid down in the Navy Orders (SPL)01/1999 by IHQ MOD
(Navy).
