TENDER FOR THE PRINTING OF MENTAL MATHS IN ENGLISH AND HINDI MEDIUM

Sealed tenders are invited from reputed and experienced printers based in Delhi or the nearby towns viz. Ghaziabad, Sahibabad, Noida, Faridabad, Gurgaon, Sonepat, Bahadurgarh etc. registered with the Directorate of Printing, Govt. of India as `A` class or “B” class printers or with the NCERT or with the NBT (Copy of the registration certificate to be enclosed).  Interested printers may collect the tender documents from the office of the undersigned between 11.00 a.m. to 4.00 p.m. on all working days by 26-07-2006.  Both the Technical & Financial bid forms complete in all respects must reach the office of the undersigned in separate sealed covers latest by 12.00 noon on 27-07-2006.  The Technical Bids will be opened on 27-07-2006 at 4.00 p.m. in the conference room of Delhi Bureau of Text books in the presence of the tenderers or their representatives if any.  The result of the Technical bids will be displayed on 28-07-2006 at 2.30 p.m. and the financial bid envelopes of only the successful bidders of the Technical bids will be opened in the conference room of the Bureau on 28-07-2006 at 4.00 p.m.  Printers may please note the following terms and conditions:-

INSTRUCTIONS FOR TECHNICAL BID:-

1. The Technical Bid shall be only one irrespective of the number of titles for which bids are being made.  Technical specifications of each title are attached.  The details of specification of each book viz.-size of the book, size and brand of paper, No. of pages (excluding cover pages).  No. of coloured pages of the text, colours of the cover, print order, and the style of binding is given in the details of specification attached.

2. An EMD of Rs. 50,000/- (As per CVC guidelines) is to be submitted irrespective of the number of bids in the form of CDR/FDR with validity upto 30-10-2006 from any scheduled bank in favour of the Delhi Bureau of Text Books and the EMD must accompany the Technical bid form.  Any Technical bid received without EMD will not be considered.  The EMD of unsuccessful bidders will be returned to them within 30 days of the opening of the financial bids.

3. The books are to be printed in English and Hindi languages, as specified for each title of book.

4. In case of over-trimming up to 5 mm either side the penalty @ Rs. 15 per kg. of paper over  trimmed will be recovered.  In case cutting is more than 5 mm but matter of the book was not damaged the penalty of paper will be recovered.  In case where due to over trimming the printed margins are damaged in any form, the penalty will be 100% of the cost of paper over-trimmed.  Such books shall be forfeited for destruction at the cost of the printers.  

5. In case of non-registration of colours in perfect form, the penalty will be 2% of the total cost of printing of that title.

6. For any other form of defective printing or binding 2% of the total cost of printing of that title will be recovered.

7. A neat and high-class production throughout is an essential requirement.

8. The details as required in the Technical bid form shall be provided by the printer to the Bureau and no self made condition or term shall be written by the bidder. 

9. The printers are only eligible for quoting the rates according to their existing colour capacity of machine i.e. four colour for four colour job, double colour of double colour job and single colour for single colour job.

10. Rates shall not be quoted in the technical bid form.  In case they are mentioned therein directly or indirectly, the bid shall be summarily rejected.
11. The tenderer must submit the details number of machines in each colour in the technical bid form.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR FINANCIAL BID:-

1. The printer will have to fill separate financial bid forms for each title.  The rates of each title will be quoted for the total number of copies to be printed including cost of paper and taxes as applicable.  

2. 80% payment of the printing bill of the finished lot of books will be made within 30 days from the date of award of the tender to the bidder.  No extention of time shall be allowed to any printer on what so ever grounds beyond the maximum time limit of 30 days.  However, if the printer opts to supply the printed text material in finished form, he may do so and the Bureau shall take steps immediately to release 80% of the printing bill of the finished lot of books. 

3. The printer shall print each title allotted to him as per the specification provided to him by the Bureau.  

4. The paper for printing the text and the cover will be procured by the printers for the printing of books.  The paper shall be in accordance to the specifications laid down at Annexure I i.e. BIS specifications. 

5. The successful tenderer will have to deposit Rs. 25,000 in addition to EMD irrespective of the number of titles as security deposit in the form of CDR/FDR of any scheduled bank in favour of the Managing Director, Delhi Bureau of Text Books.  The security deposit shall be liable to be forfeited, partly or wholly, for violation of any of the terms and conditions of the tender.  The security will be released only after the final payment for the job.

6. (1)
The estimated number of pages of the books are mentioned at Annexure-I.  The payment will be made proportionately according to the final set up of the pages and colour form.

(II)
The printer shall at his own cost submit the Ferro proofs (prints), ammonia prints (proofs), machine proofs in colour to the Bureau for its approval before printing in bulk.

7. Manuscripts and CD`s (printing material) in respect of all the titles will be supplied by the Bureau.  After completion of the job, the printer will have to return the printing material along with, or before submitting the final bills.  The printer shall have to carryout the corrections and positives of the prelim pages at his own cost and show proofs to the Bureau.

8. If the printed books are not supplied as per the stipulated time schedule, a penalty for delay per week will be imposed @ 5% of the cost of printing of the un-supplied lot.

9. Books not supplied within four weeks of the expiry of the specified time schedule i.e. 30 days will be treated as short supply.  In such a case, the penalty imposed will be the face value of the books or the cost price of the books whichever is higher being treated as short supply.

10. The successful tenderers shall have to enter into an agreement with the Bureau in the prescribed proforma on a non-judicial stamp paper of rupee ten within seven days of the issue of the print order duly attested by oath commissioner/public notary.

11. The successful tenderers will be free to collect the printing material (CD`s and design of the cover) from the Bureau after completing the formalities of the contract i.e. security deposit and Agreement Deed.  However the time allotted for completion of the job will be observed in strict conformity with the time schedule mentioned in clause 1 of instruction for other conditions.

12. All taxes should be included in the quoted rates.  No tax will be paid separately. No over writing shall be allowed unless countersigned by the printer.  

13. The print order may be increased or decreased by 20% without making any change in the time schedule of delivery but the printing charges shall be proportionately calculated.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR OTHER CONDITIONS:-

1. The delivery of finished books will be made either at the DBTB godown at Janakpuri, New Delhi or at specified location/s, which will be conveyed to the printer as per requirement.  The ordered quantity shall be supplied within 30 days from the initial date of order.  However, the printer may supply printed books even before the above scheduled date.  

2. Finished Books shall be packed in bundles of 25 copies each and the bundles will be first tied with plastic string or “Sutlee” and then wrapped with transparent polythene sheet of at least forty thickness (micron) and delivered in the godown of the Bureau  or at the address/es as conveyed by the Bureau.

3. In the event of failure of the printing of books by the tenderer as per terms and conditions, the Bureau reserves the right to get any or all of the titles printed form any other source at the contractor’s risk and cost. 

4. The Chairman, Delhi Bureau of Textbooks reserves the right to accept or reject any bid or bids without assigning any reason.

5. All disputes shall be subject to the jurisdiction of NCT of Delhi Courts only.
