sub-section (1) of Section 23 of the Right of Children to
Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (35 0£2009) the
National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE) vide
Notification No. 215, . No. 61-03/20/20 1 0/NCTE/(N&S),
dated 23rd August, 2010 laid down one of the minimum
essential qualification for a person to be eligible for
appomtment as a teacher in Class I to VIII in a school
referred 1o in clause (n) of Section 2 of the said Act, (that
he/she should pass in the Teacher Eligibilty Test (TET)
which will be conducted by the appropriate Government
i accordance with the guidelines framed by National
Council for Teacher Education (NCTE) for the purprose.

And Whereas, National Council for Teacher
tiducavon (NCTE) vide letter No. 76-4/2010/NCTFE/Acad./
A31222, dated 14th February, 2011 has specified the
guidelines for conducting the Teacher Eligibility Test
(TET). Para 10 (Applicability) of said guidclines specifies
that—

“TET conducted by a State Government/UT with
legislature shall apply to:

(i) A school of the State Government/U'T" with
legislature and local authority referred to in sub-clasue (1)
of clause (i) of Section 2 of the RTE Act; and

(11) ASchool referred to in sub-clause (ii) of clause
(n) of the Section 2 of the RTE Act in that State/UT.

A school at (1) and (1) may also consider eligibility
of'a candidate who has obtained TET certificate awarded
by another State/UT with legislature. In case a State
GovernmenvUT wath legislature decides not to conduct a
TET 2 shool at (1) and (11) that State/UT would consider
the TET conducted by the Central Government.”

And Whereas, the Central Board of Secondary
l:ducation (CBSE) has been authorized by the Central
Government to conduct the Central Teacher Eligibility Test
(CTET) for Primary and Upper Primary level-on the behalf
ol Central Government,

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred
by the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution read witli
the Government of India, Ministry of Home. Affairs
Notification No. F. 27/59-Him (1), dated the 13th July, 1959,
the Lt. Governor of National Capital Territory of Delhi is
pleased to recognize only Central Teacher Eligibility Test
(CTET) conducted by the Central Board of Secondary
Education (CBSE) for appointment of Teachers for Class 1
to Vand Class VI to VIIL in the schools of Delhi in licu of
any State Teacher Eligibility Test.
